Preparing for the Summer Weather

As the weather warms up please ensure your child comes to school wearing sun cream on particularly sunny
days. Ideally, it should be applied at home before school to minimise the amount being brought in. However,

. children may bring some with them if needed but they will need to apply it themselves as staff are not
permitted to do so. Because this can get quite messy, we ask that you only send in sun cream sticks or

\

roll-ons — these are much easier for children to use independently. Please also check that any products sen
into school are still in date as expired sun cream may not offer effective protection.

That said, given the unpredictable British weather we can never quite rule out a sudden shower or drop in
temperature — even on sunny days! With that in mind please ensure your child has a coat or waterproof in
their bag, just in case.
